Corporation Meeting
On March 7, 2023, the Andrews University Board Corporation members met for
their delayed quinquennial meeting. Originally scheduled for 2020, the meeting
was postponed due to the pandemic and was rescheduled to follow the most
recent General Conference session in 2022.

"Even though Corporation meetings don't happen frequently—it's been seven
years since our last one—they are important moments for our University," says
President Andrea Luxton. "These meetings gave us a chance to review and vote
for board membership, and that newly voted board will meet for the first time
on June 1. There are other important things, including confirming bylaw
changes, and these meetings give the president a chance to let these
important stakeholders, or members, of our Corporation, know about what
we've done, and what we're hoping to do, as a University."

It was created
as a general music festival for band, choir and orchestra, and this continues
today.  

The Gospel in the City
A few months after I was elected president of the Illinois Conference in 2001,
my wife and I took some visitors to the Hancock Building in Chicago. In the
observation deck high above the streets of Chicago we could see for miles in all
directions. While our guests were watching the sailboats out on the blue waters
of Lake Michigan, I was on the other side of the deck staring out at the
vastness that is Chicagoland.

There are over two and a half million people who live in the city of Chicago and
nine and a half million who live in the Chicagoland satellite cities. 

As I stood viewing this immense mission field, I asked myself, “How can we
possibly take our Adventist message and impact this vast city?” The audacity of
this task was and is truly overwhelming.  

Each of the four states that make up the Lake Union has at least one large
metropolitan area — Illinois has Chicago, Indiana has Indianapolis, Wisconsin
has Milwaukee, and Michigan has Detroit. These four metropolitan areas are
home to half of the 35 million people who inhabit our four-state territory.
