Indiana Church Moves to Alleviate
Hunger Crisis in Africa
Indiana’s South Bend Church has initiated a project to help alleviate hunger in
a region of Sub-Saharan Africa.

The church’s support of the Maasai community in Kenya started last year with a
Christmas project to raise funds to support three church companies in Kajiado,
Kenya, experiencing famine.

In a partnership with the Adventist University of Africa and Hope Channel
Africa, a consignment of food was delivered on November 19, 2023.

According to the International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies (IFRC), Kenya is one of the many countries in Sub-Sahara Africa
currently experiencing one of the most alarming food crisis in decades. Severe
drought due to the failure of four consecutive rainy seasons, mean millions of
people in the country are facing hunger and thirst.
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Men’s Retreat Creates Bonds
Across the Generations 
Some of the men attending Wisconsin Conference’s men’s retreat, Jan. 26-28,
have come to the event for more than ten years prior. For others it was their
first year.  

Twenty-somethings mingled with the middle-aged, as well as individuals who
are 60+, so there was an air of bridging the gaps between generations and
creating friendships and mentorships between individuals of varying age
groups.  

“This is encouraging, not just for the longevity of the event in future years,”
says Zack Payne, Wisconsin’s Youth and Men’s ministry leader, “but also
because this means young men are benefitting from the life experiences of
their elders who are nearby—which is invaluable for any group of emerging
adults.” 

Pastor Serves as Chaplain for East
Lansing Police and Fire
Departments  
When the average person gets pulled over for a traffic violation, they don’t
usually see a ministry opportunity. They grudgingly hand over their license and
plead with God for grace. But when Pastor Jermaine Gayle was pulled over, he
saw an opportunity for which he had been praying.

Gayle, who pastors the East Lansing church, had been “praying about reaching
people of influence in [his] city.”  Gayle, however, was not expecting his prayer
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to be answered through flashing lights. “The Lord answered in an embarrassing
way,” Gayle says, “I got pulled over for running a stop sign.”

Gayle and the police officer struck up a friendly conversation and “after he
learned that I was a pastor,” Gayle says, “he was kind enough to extend an
invitation to do ride-alongs.” Gayle accepted, and the friendship turned into an
“official invitation to serve as the chaplain for the East Lansing Police
department.” Gayle’s influence and the way he ministered to the officers he
encountered proved fruitful.

Thousands of Dollars Available to
Fund Youth Evangelism Projects 
The bi-annual Lake Union Conference Youth Evangelism Congress is scheduled
to begin in one week, February 16-18, at the Hilton Chicago/Northbrook. 

At the congress themed, “Now Is the Time!”, a lineup of local youth and young
adults who have launched innovative ministries are expected to divulge what
they learned over the years and give tips for walking in God’s calling. Twelve
ministry leaders will discuss projects ranging from youth mentoring,
community service, public campus ministries, medical ministry, digital and
media evangelism, with the intention of inspiring attendees to be the arms and
feet of Jesus. 

One of the main attractions for the event is the opportunity for participants to
discuss their own ministry dreams and make the pitch for a portion of the
$170,000 cash available to help bring their ideas to life. Funding is provided by
a three-way match from the Lake Union, local conferences and the local
church.
